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Daylight Saving Time is now in 
effect. Not my favorite form of life 
adjustment; but that means it must 
be spring, one of the more exciting 
times of the year. I mean, we have 
just gone through winter where we 
spent our weekend time sitting in 
front of the TV watching football all 
weekend and enjoying a little lavation 
along with some cheese and crackers 
or pizza or whatever that makes us 

happy. But that has now passed and 
we need some excitement …. like 
spring cleanup and preparations. 
So, if you have forgotten what those 
things are, I’m here to help with some 
constructive ideas.

Like most Carrollwoodians, you have a 
large oak tree in your yard, your roof is 
probably overloaded with brown oak 
leaves and dead or broken branches, 
followed by the squigglies, as I refer 
to them, that leave everything green 
and stained. Grab that blower and 
ladder from the garage and head for 
the rooftop. Now, I have to clarify that 
a little because my wife forbade me 
to go on the roof and being a good 
husband, I waited until she went to 
Publix and then I made my quick 
move. Not smart, but cheaper than 
hiring a yard guy with no insurance to 
cover him when he falls off the roof.

You do need to clean out those gutters 
so they are able to move the water 
to the ground rather than digging a 
trench along the side of your house 
thus undermining your foundation.

Check out your attic. Once you’ve 
bounced your head off of the first 
beam, keep your head low and look at 
the screens covering your air vents to 
be sure they are still in good shape to 
keep the critters from coming in and 
chewing on your electrical wiring and 
leaving their deposits around.

And finally, let’s do a deep clean of 
the inside of the house. It’s always 
fun to wash windows and clean the 
sills and practice opening them so 
you can get some fresh air during the 
three weeks of spring. Then there’s 

the baseboards and moldings 
which have collected dust on the 
top of the ornate board on the 
floor. Have someone come in and 
clean out the dryer exhaust and 
the bathroom fans. This I want 
to be very serious about. I would 
venture to say that most of you 
have never considered cleaning 
those dryer vents, but the lint 
that’s in those tubes is extremely 
flammable. Many of you have 
attics that have not changed since 
the 50’s and 60’s when these 
homes were first built. Ironically, 
many of these vents ended in the 
attic where all of that flammable 
material continues to pile up 
and create a fire hazard. If you 
see that, perhaps its time to get 
someone in to properly ventilate 
the hose to the outside.
